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I. Membership Discount
A. Membership 
i. Voluntary membership fees allow renters to fly at a discounted price (-$12 per flight hour). These fees are as follows:

1. $35.00 each month

ii. New members need not pay fees until their first flight has been completed.

iii. Membership fees are assessed on the first of each month.  Member invoices with a balance are available on the 5th of each month.  Invoices detail the account activity from the first of each month to the first of the following month. Monthly dues that remain unpaid will continue to accumulate on the member’s account.
iv. MEMBERSHIP DUES WILL CONTINUE TO ACCRUE ON A MEMBERS ACCOUNT REGARDLESS OF FLIGHT ACTIVITY. 

v. Members may elect to become “inactive” and not be billed for membership fees.  
1. The request to become inactive must be in writing.

2. Any member who is inactive for more than ninety days will be required to complete a flight school currency flight prior to their flight privileges being reinstated.

B. Insurance Coverage

i. Insurance coverage limits are as follows:

1. Combined single limit for liability and bodily injury: $3,000,000.00

(a) Sub-limit for aircraft passengers:  $250,000.00

ii. Deductibles are as follows:

1. Single engine, fixed gear aircraft:  $5,000.00 

2. Single engine retractable gear aircraft: $5,000.00

3. Multi engine aircraft: $5,000.00
iii. Waiver of subrogation is provided for renter pilots.

II. Member Checkouts and Currency Requirements

A. Each member must receive a checkout from an authorized Flights Inc. instructor prior to operating that aircraft as PIC.  Each checkout shall consist of:

i. A standardized evaluation flight completed in accordance with the Flights Inc. standard flight evaluation form.

ii. A thorough review of all Flights Inc. rules and policies.

iii. A thorough review of the aircraft systems and procedures, culminating in the completion of the Flights Inc. aircraft familiarity quiz.

B. Aircraft checkouts are “downward compatible” by manufacturer at the discretion of Flights Inc. and the instructor performing the evaluation provided the member meets the time requirements set forth herein.

C. Time requirements:

i. Single Engine, Fixed Gear, Less Than 201 HP:
1. Student Pilots under the direct supervision of an authorized instructor and having completed an appropriate pre-solo progress check.  The CFI must approve each solo flight prior to takeoff.  OR
2. Private or Commercial Pilot with a checkout.
ii. Single Engine, Fixed Gear, Greater Than 201 HP:
1. Private or Commercial Pilot with 125 hours total time, 5 hours make and model and a checkout.
iii. Multi Engine Aircraft:
1. Private, Commercial Pilot and Multi-Engine with Instrument Rating; 300 hours PIC total time, 25 hours make and model, and a club checkout.
D. Member Currency Requirements

i. No private, commercial, or airline transport pilot may, without authorization from Flights Inc., operate an aircraft unless that member has completed a flight in a Flights Inc. aircraft in the preceding 90 days.

ii. Student pilots may not operate as PIC (Solo) unless that member has completed a flight in the preceding 30 days.

iii. If a member allows their currency to lapse, they must complete a currency flight with an authorized instructor.

III. Dispatch Operations and Procedures

A. Aircraft Scheduling

i. Members may schedule on odd or even hours, 24 hours a day, seven days a week.  If a flight must be cancelled, dispatch should be contacted as soon a possible to free the time for other members.

ii. If a member is to be more than 10 minutes late for a scheduled departure, dispatch should be contacted as soon as possible.  If the member has not called or made any other arrangements by 15 minutes after the scheduled departure time, the aircraft will be released from the schedule and made available to other members.

B. Aircraft Check In

i. Flight balances will be computed at the time the aircraft is returned to Flights Inc.

1. The basic rental rate is computed by multiplying the total elapsed Hobbs meter time by the hourly rental rate for the aircraft.

2. Payment is due at time of check in for all flight time, unpaid membership fees, and outstanding account balances.  

3. Any fuel, oil, or maintenance purchased by the member at other airports will be reimbursed in the form of credits issued against the flight balance as calculated above provided:

(a) Fuel will be reimbursed up to the price per gallon that Flights Inc. pays at the time of check-in.

(b) All receipts are presented at the time the aircraft is checked in.  For after-hours check in, receipts must be attached to the completed dispatch paperwork. Any receipt over 30 days old will not receive credit. 
(c) For maintenance, the work must have been authorized by Flights Inc. prior to being started.

4. Charges other than fuel, (e.g. hangar, tie down, landing fees) will not be reimbursed unless specific authorization to receive those services has been given.
5. If the master switch is left on in any aircraft you are subject to a $100 maintenance and battery cost charge. 
C. After-Hours Operation

i. Flights scheduled before or after normal business hours will be dispatched by placing the dispatch book and paperwork in the dispatch box on the flight line prior to the flight.
ii. Flights which are concluded before or after normal business hours will be returned to Flights Inc. by placing the dispatch book and completed paperwork in the night drop at the Flights Inc. office.  Payment MUST accompany the completed paperwork OR arrangements for payment must have been made prior to the flight.
iii. Flights Inc. may, at the discretion of management, require a member have a credit card on file prior to an after-hours flight being dispatched.
IV. General Rental Agreement

A. Renter is to return the aircraft at the agreed time, weather permitting.  In the event of a delay, Renter will inform Flights Inc. immediately of any such delay.

B. Renter hereby expressly, acknowledges and binds himself, his heirs and assigns for all liabilities to pay Flights Inc. the following:
i. Service and time charge computed at the applicable rate as specified in Renter’s applicable rate schedule for the period of this rental.

ii. A sum equal to the cost of all damages to the aircraft, or loss of equipment of said aircraft during the rental period as well as any damages to other persons or property, OR the deductable amount set forth in the current revision of Flights Inc. Rules and Policies, whichever is the least, caused by failure to comply with the rules and regulations of the FAA, the terms of this agreement or by the negligence of the Renter.
1. Insurance Deductibles:
(a) Single engine fixed gear aircraft: $5.000.00
(b) Single engine retractable gear aircraft: $5,000.00

(c) Multi engine aircraft: $5,000.00

C. Renter also agrees to comply with the following requirements:
i. To observe all rules and regulations of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) and Flights Inc.

ii. The Pilot-in-Command assumes all responsibility for operation of the aircraft, compliance with this agreement and shall not permit anyone else to fly the aircraft.  Pilot-in-Command will only fly the aircraft from the left seat unless authorized by Flights Inc. to fly the aircraft from the right seat.

iii. To exhibit license, medical certificate and log book.  If required by Flights Inc. management, to be checked out in the type of plane rented.  All checkouts shall be at Renter’s expense.

iv. To inspect and make a good preflight check of the aircraft before start and takeoff as prescribed by the manufacturer and the Pilot Operating Handbook.  No takeoff may occur unless the aircraft is in airworthy condition for this flight.

v. All flights shall be made under VFR conditions unless the Renter is instrument rated and meets all other requirements of the FAA and has Flights Inc. management approval, to include an IFR checkout.

vi. To fly only in contact weather and agrees not to fly in instrument conditions or VFR on top without approval of Flights Inc.

vii. If IFR or VFR cross country, a copy of flight plans shall be filed with Flights Inc.

viii. No Renter is allowed to fly outside the U.S. Continental limits without permission in writing from the President of Flights Inc.
ix. Renters are required to complete mountain flight training with an authorized, Flights Inc. Instructor prior to any mountain flying.  However, this training does not grant any FAA certification for mountain flight and the renter assumes all responsibility for the safe outcome of mountain flight and its associated hazards.  

x. All accidents must be reported to Flights Inc. immediately or as soon as possible.  The Renter shall not in any way manner aid or abet any claimant, but shall cooperate fully with the insurance company in all matters connected with the investigation and defense of any claim or suit.

xi. Renter agrees to pay a minimum charge for cross country rentals of two (2) hours per day for the Cessna 172S (3) hours per day for the both 182S (6038V & 26264), G1000 aircraft will be a minimum of (3) hours per day.
xii. Flights Inc. reserves the right to cancel this rental agreement and take possession of the aircraft at any time and any place when in its judgment there is deemed to be sufficient cause for such actions and the Renter agrees to bear all expenses incurred in flying the aircraft back to the Flights Inc. ramp.  Renter further agrees that in case he must abandon the airplane at some distant point because of weather or other cause, he shall pay the aforementioned expenses incurred in returning the aircraft back to Flights Inc.  If the aircraft is abandoned as mentioned above, the renter agrees to notify Flights Inc. immediately or as soon as possible after the abandonment.

xiii. Renter shall pay all fines, penalties, forfeitures, court costs and other expenses for parking, landing fees or other legal violations assessed against Flights Inc., the aircraft, or Renter with respect to the use of the aircraft while on rental to Renter.

xiv. Flights Inc. shall not be liable for loss or damage to any property left, stored or transported in or upon aircraft either before or after the return thereof to Flights Inc. whether or not said loss or damage was caused by or related to the negligence of Flights Inc., its agents or employees.  Renter assumes all risks of such loss or damage and waives all claims against Flights Inc., its agents and employees by reason thereof and Renter agrees to hold Flights Inc., its agents and employees harmless from and to defend and indemnify Flights Inc., its agents and employees against all claims based upon or arising out of such loss or damage.

xv. Renter agrees to pay all of Flights Inc. costs and agrees to pay all other reasonable attorney’s fees incurred by Flights Inc. arising out of, or in any way connected with the enforcement of the terms or conditions of this agreement.

xvi. A person who wishes to act as Pilot In Command of Flights Inc. aircraft must be a current member in good standing and have received an aircraft checkout appropriate to the aircraft which he/she wishes to operate.
xvii. All checkouts must be accomplished by an appropriately rated flight instructor who has been authorized by Flights Inc. to conduct flight evaluations.
xviii. No person may act as a flight instructor without proper authorization from Flights Inc.
D.  Student/Renter Insurance Disclosure Notice:

                       Flights-Inc provides Student/Renter Aircraft Liability coverage up to $3,000,000 per 

                       occurrence of combined single limit for bodily injury (including passengers) and 
                       property damage. You are responsible for the deductable which is not covered by the

                       insurance outlined above.

V. Safety Practices and Procedures
A. Weather Minimums and Limitations

i. VFR or IFR in VMC:  FAR §91.155 applies.

ii. IFR in IMC:  Authorization from Flights Inc. must precede dispatch of the flight.

iii. Student Operations:

1. The above limitations apply, however the instructor responsible for supervising the student may elect to impose stricter limitations on the student.

iv. Wind Limitations

1. For student pilots:

(a) For students in a part 61 training program:

(i) 10 knots.

2. For private pilots:

(a) 25 knots.

3. For commercial pilots, airline transport pilots and flight instructors:

(a) 30 knots.

B. Reporting of aircraft discrepancies:

i. When an aircraft discrepancy is noted, members must report the discrepancy and fill out the discrepancy form.

ii.  The dispatcher will ground the aircraft from further flight and contact appropriate personnel to have the work completed as expeditiously as possible.

iii. No aircraft may be operated with an “open discrepancy” unless the discrepancy has been deferred by appropriate personnel in accordance with FAR §91.213.

C. Aircraft Incident/Accident Procedures

i. In the event of an aircraft incident/accident;

1. Remove all passengers to a safe area and render emergency first aid if necessary.

2. Secure assistance if possible – contact police/sheriff, EMS, etc.

3. If in a remote area, make every practical effort to signal others of the situation.

4. Preserve the integrity of the accident/incident site for investigators.

5. Notify Flights Inc. and report all known details, including those that must be passed along to the FAA and NTSB.

6. Make no statements about the accident/incident to anyone other than official representatives of the FAA or NTSB.

D. General Safety Practices

i. Fire Precautions and Procedures

1. Become informed with the procedures for engine starting for each make and model you will be flying, and

2. Study the procedures for dealing with ground and in-flight fires.

3. For all aircraft:

(a) If a fire occurs during starting, continue cranking the engine in an attempt to start the engine which should consume the fire.

(b) If the engine starts, run the engine at 1700 rpm for several minutes and then shut down using the normal procedures.

(c) If the engine fails to start (battery is dead), exit the aircraft, and attempt to extinguish the fire using a fire extinguisher.

(d) Report all fires as soon as possible.

ii. General Collision Avoidance

1. Constantly scan for traffic both in flight and on the ground.  Keep your eyes OUTSIDE the airplane.

2. In flight, make shallow S-turns or occasionally lower the nose during climbs to observe for traffic in the flight path.

3. Avoid completing checklists/paperwork while taxiing.

4. Remember to read back all runway/taxiway assignments.  When in doubt, ask.

5. Make proper clearing turns before all maneuvers.

iii. Aircraft Pre/Post Flight and Ground Operations

1. Perform a thorough inspection of the aircraft before flight.  Be sure to remove all snow, frost, and debris from the airplane.

2. During winter months, obtain a preheat for all starts when the temperature is below 15°F.

3. Pull the aircraft forward of the tie-down cables prior to engine start.

4. Follow the manufacturer or Flights Inc. approved procedure for starting and taxiing.

5. Engine RPM must be kept to a reasonable level in the ramp area—NO engine run-ups are allowed outside of those areas designated by the Airport Authority which are to be used for engine runs.
6. Engine run-ups must not be performed until adequate engine operating temperature has been achieved (“In the green”).
7. Propellers will be set according to the number of blades— three bladed propellers will be set in a “Y” configuration.
8. In general, members must make reasonable effort to keep the aircraft clean and orderly.  Members who habitually leave aircraft in disorderly or dirty condition will have their flight privileges suspended.
9. All aircraft must be properly secured at the conclusion of each flight.  Wings and tail must be moored securely at all times.  It may be advisable to use wheel chocks in addition to the tie-downs if high winds are observed.
iv. Special Considerations for Turbocharged Aircraft
1. Great care must be taken not to “shock cool” the engines.  Pilots will be briefed on cooling procedures during the aircraft orientation and checkout.
2. It is important to properly cool the engine at the conclusion of the flight.  Upon exiting the runway, the engine must be run for 4 minutes at a low RPM.
3. Touch and go landings in the Turbo Seminoles are prohibited.
v. Re-Dispatch Procedures for Unprogrammed Landings

1. Should it be necessary to make a precautionary landing at an airport, the pilot may, at his discretion, continue the flight after the cause of the malfunction has been identified and corrected or the circumstances leading to the precautionary landing (i.e., weather conditions) have been re-assessed and found to be acceptable.

2. Pilots must immediately contact Flights Inc. in the event of an emergency landing, be it on or off-airport.  The flight must not re-dispatch without explicit permission and instruction from Flights Inc.

3. Do not tamper with any wreckage after an emergency landing.

vi. Fuel Management

1. For VFR flights:

(a) Sufficient fuel must be on board the aircraft prior to departure to fly to the first point of intended landing and, assuming normal cruising speed, fly after that for at least 45 minutes.

2. For IFR flights:

(a) Sufficient fuel must be on board the aircraft prior to departure to fly to the first airport of intended landing, fly from that point to the alternate airport, and fly after that for at least 1 hour.

vii. Minimum Operating Altitudes

1. Except during takeoff, landing, and emergencies no Flights Inc. aircraft may be operated at an altitude lower than 500 feet AGL.

2. Pilots must fly higher than 1000 feet AGL above the highest point within 2000 feet of the airplane over congested areas.

3. The minimum altitude for ground reference maneuvers is 600 feet AGL.

4. Forced landing practice below 500 feet AGL must only be conducted at an airport.

viii. Simulated Emergency Landing Practices

1. Engine failures shall be simulated by no means other than retarding the throttle to idle.  The flight instructor shall retain control of the throttle throughout the procedure.

2. No simulated emergency landing approach shall go below 500 feet AGL unless the procedure is being conducted at an airport.

3. The use of carburetor heat (if equipped) is strongly recommended during the procedure.

E. Rules Specific to Student Pilots
i. On all solo flights, the student pilot is PIC with full authority and responsibility for assuring a safe flight.

ii. Prohibited Maneuvers and Flight Conditions:

1. Spins.

2. Special VFR Flight.

3. Flight between the hours of official sunset and sunrise.

4. Flight into Class B airspace.

5. Carrying of passengers.

iii. Student pilots may not venture beyond the practice area(s) and must not land at another airport (except in the case of an emergency or precautionary situation) without proper endorsement from an authorized instructor.

iv. In the event of an emergency or precautionary landing at an unauthorized airport students must contact Flights Inc. prior to further operation.

v. Student pilots must follow all endorsements given by an authorized instructor.

G. Approved Practice/Training Areas

i. Practice area South East: Three Towers, Fairgrounds, North or South of Elizabeth, Kiowa, and Castlewood Canyon. The upper boundary is defined by Class B airspace.

ii. Practice area South West: Remain South of Sedalia (Avoid flights over Chatfield Reservoir). The upper boundary is defined by Class B airspace.
Non Compliance

H. If any member does not comply with the rules and procedures set forth herein, the following actions may be taken:
i. Upon the first offense, a verbal warning will be issued to include a review of the policy in question.
ii. The second offense will bring a written warning and a review of all policies and procedures.
iii. Upon a third offense, the member’s flight privileges will be suspended until further review.  Flight privileges may be reinstated at the discretion of the Chief Pilot and Director of Operations contingent upon the member completing another aircraft checkout and club orientation utilizing the highest performance aircraft which the member was previously qualified in.
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
